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Preface 
Monthly Survey of Industrial Production and Employment (MIPE) is being conducted/ 

published by Sindh Bureau of Statistics on regular basis since 1970s. This report provides 

important statistics in respect of industrial production & employment of large Scale 

Manufact uring (LSM) industries in Sindh.  

This report contains information on 67 items manufactured in 24 selected large scale 

industries sectors covering 543 industrial establishments (selection on the basis of CMI 2005 -

06). These industries account fo r 69.1% of total value added of large scale manufacturing 

sector in Sindh.  

MIPE Report provides information regarding General Index and Quantum Index of 

Manufacturing (QIM) to base period 2005-06, and analytical analysis on the current status 

of production and employment in manufacturing sector.  

All the efforts are made to improve the industrial statistics and hope this report would prove 

useful to policy makers, planners, researchers a nd other data u sers. Suggestion/ 

recommendations from the users will always be welcomed and appreciated.

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Introduction  

Industrial Sector is of great importance for economic development of country. It is historical fact 

that countries with strong industrial sector have showed more economic growth and development 

industrial sector have shown improvement in national income and promoted living standard of 

population. Industrial Sector is the highly important individual sector of the economy accounting for 

share of the Pakistan GDP.  

Sindh Bureau of Statistics conducts Monthly Survey of Industrial Production and Employment 

(MIPE) to collect information on 67 items manufactured in 24 selected large scale Industrial sector 

covering 543 establishments in Sindh. These industries account for 69.1% of total value added in 

terms of production during 2005-06, Census of Manufacturing Industries. In addition to collection, 

compilation, tabulation and processing of data, Bureau of Statistics also computes monthly Quantum 

Index of Manufacturing. 

Questionnaire/ Proforma  

A questionnaire/ Proforma is a research instrument consisting of a series of questions and other 

prompts for the purpose of gathering information from respondents. A pre-tested questionnaire is 

used for the data collection of industrial inputs related to employment and production, attached at 

Annex-A. 

Methodology  

The basic method of data collection for Sindh MIPE is the posting/mailing of MIPE Questionnaires. 

More than 70% monthly returns are received to this Bureau through mail from industrial units. The 

non-responding or remaining establishments are visited by the officers/ officials of this Bureau, 

besides this the method of emailing, fax and telephonic approach are also used for collection of 

monthly returns and increase response rate.  

Editing  

All the received returns are scrutinized for accuracy and consistency with previous data by the 

Industries Section of this Bureau. As per Unit Calculation Sheet different units of similar products 
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are converted into the reporting units. In case of huge discrepancy between current and previous 

returns the factory management is approached to rectify that figures. In the absence establishmentôs 

return or non-availability of concerned person the average production of last month or the last month 

information is repeated. 

 Quantum Index of Manufacturing (QIM)  

Sindh bureau of Statistics is computing Index on Industrial Production using 2005-06 as base year. 

Index Series is generated by using Laspayerôs Index.

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Report Analysis  

Summary findings on the basis of Index of Industrial Production are as follows:  

Á Overall Production in April , 2018 is slightly decreased by 0.84% as compared to last previous 

month March, 2018 

Á Overall Production in April , 2018 is significantly increased by 21.33% as compared to 

corresponding month of last year i.e. April , 2017 

Á Cumulative production from July to April (2017-18) is increased by 12.46 % than July-April 

(2016-17) 

Á Employment during April, 2018 is increased 2.06% with the previous month March, 2018. 

Á Employment during April , 2018 is 21.52% higher than April , 2017. 

Á Average monthly employment during the period of July-April  (2017-18) is 10.94% higher 

as compared to the corresponding period of July-April  (2016-17).

During the last three financial years, overall increasing trend is observed, current month shows slight 

decrease in production due to reduction in the production of few pharma and few petroleum products. 

The production of cotton ginning and sugar are seasonally decreasing.   

 

Figure 2: Trend of Average Monthly Employment in Large Scale Manufacturing Industries 

Average monthly employment trend in Sindh has increasing trend which shows the employment 

opportunities in Large Scale of Manufacturing has increased over last three years. For estimation 

purpose Quadratic Model is applied. The high R-Square (i.e. 97%) shows the model is well fitted 

and forecasted figures for next two months show increase in employment.

Establishments where 10 or more employees are working are called large Scale Manufacturing Industries. 

Employees 

Employees mean all persons whether part time or full time who work in the establishments and receive 

remuneration in cash or in kind. Working proprietors, unpaid family workers and home workers are 

excluded from the category of employee. There are two types of employees Production Workers and Non-

Production Workers. 

¶ Production Workers 

Are engaged in work directly associated with production like manufacturing, assembling, packing, repairing 

etc. Working supervisors and persons engaged for repairs and maintenance are also included. 

¶ Non-Production Workers 

Include administrative and professional employees, white-collar office employees, drivers, watchmen/ 

guards, peons, sweepers, office boys, etc.
